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ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION

OF THE

BETHEL AMATEUR RADIO KLUB, Inc.

Pursuant to the Alaska Nonprofit Corporation Act, Title 10, Chapter 20, Alaska Statutes, we the undersigned Alaska residents being 19 years of age and over on behalf of the Bethel Amateur Radio Klub execute the following document which sets forth:

ARTICLE 1

NAME

The name of the corporation shall be BETHEL AMATEUR RADIO KLUB, INC.

ARTICLE 2

DURATION

This Corporation shall have perpetual duration.

ARTICLE 3

PURPOSES


The Corporation is organized exclusively for charitable, scientific, literary, or educational purposes within the meaning of Section 501 (c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code. Notwithstanding any other provision of these Articles, the Corporation shall not carry on any activities not permitted to be carried on by an organization exempt from federal income tax under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.


Within the restrictions imposed immediately above, this Corporation is organized for the promotion of interest in Amateur Radio communications and experimentation; for the establishment of emergency communications in the event of disasters or other emergencies; for the advancement of the radio art and the public welfare; for the representation of the radio amateur in legislative matters; and for the maintenance of collegiality and a high standard of conduct among its members.

ARTICLE 4

GENERAL PROVISIONS

The affairs of the Corporation shall be governed by its By-Laws, as adopted and amended by its membership and filed with these documents. Members of this Corporation shall be as defined in the By-Laws of the Corporation.

This Corporation is not organized for profit, and no dividends shall be declared or paid, nor shall the Corporation have the power to issue certificates of stock, and no part of its net earnings shall inure to the benefit of any person or organization. The balance, if any, of all money received by the Corporation from its operations, after payment in full of all debts and obligations of the Corporation shall be used and distributed exclusively for the purposes set forth in Article III of these Articles. In the event of termination or dissolution of the Corporation, any remaining assets must be distributed to one or more organizations which have a charitable status under Section 501 of the Internal Revenue Code. Designation of donees shall be made by the Board of Directors prior to dissolution according to the requirements of the Internal Revenue Code.

It is intended that the Corporation shall qualify as a tax-exempt organization under the provision of Internal Revenue Code 501(c)(3), as amended, and accordingly, the Corporation shall not do any of the following:

a. Distribute any part of the net earnings, if any, of the Corporation to any member, officer, or director of the Corporation or any other private person, nor shall any part of the net earnings of the Corporation, if any, inure to the benefit of such persons;

b. Participate directly or indirectly or intervene in political campaigns on behalf of or in opposition to any candidate for public office;

c. Operate as a social club for the benefit, pleasure or recreation of its members;

d. Engage in any activities not permitted to be conducted or carried on by organizations exempt under the provisions of Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code and Regulations there under; or 

e. Engage in any activities prohibited under the Alaska Nonprofit Corporation Act, or any other applicable law.
